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The problem of the foreign prisoners of war, caught in the Soviet war camps in 1941-1945, belongs to the subjects
suppressed for decades in our country. It is known that during the World War II the Soviet Army took 4,126,964 pris-
oners of war from hostile armies. Except hostile soldiers of fascist Germany, there were 513,767 Hungarians, 187,370
Romanians, 156,682 Austrians, 69,977 Czechoslovaks, 60,280 Poles, 48,957 Italians, etc. in the Soviet prisoner-of-war
camps. 639,635 military personnel of Kwantung Army were taken as prisoners during the war with Japan from Au-
gust, 9 to September, 2 in 1945. 62,245 of them were released on the scene of the fighting, 15,986 people died of wounds
in the battle-field hospitals, 12,318 people were transferred to the government of Mongolia. In the autumn of 1945 the
remained 549,086 people were taken away on the USSR territory and put into special prisoner-of-war camps of the
Main Directorate of Detained Personnel and Civilian Internees of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR or were
distributed on the separate working battalions (SWB), come under commands of the people’s commissariat for defence
(the Ministry of Armed Forces of the USSR since March, 1946). No. 9858 resolution It was stated by the act of the
State Defence Committee Ne 9858, 23 August, 1945, «to organize working battalions of 1000 prisoners of war each,
before taking away Japanese prisoners of war on the territory of the USSR. Commandership of battalions and companies
is assigned to inferior officers of the Japanese army».
