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Siberia, like the whole Russia, went through a period of transition from an agrarian to an industrial society in
XVII-XX centuries. It was the very process that became the main driving mechanism of the life in the country, and
other economic, social and political processes were derived from the main flow of the history. Formation of an industrial
society in every region of Russia had its peculiarities, although it was determined largely by all-Russian factors. Siberia
passed through the same stages of modernization as Russia in whole. In XIX — early XX centuries Siberia was a colo-
nized agrarian periphery, a 90 percent peasant area where the pace of agrarian colonization left far behind the pace of
industrial development. Siberian variant had some peculiarities such as the time delay from similar Russian processes,
much greater dependence on state economic policy, the dependence of paces and scales of modernization on capitals form
country center, the crucial role of transport, raw directivity of industrial development. There also were even more spe-
cific factors such as a great role of engines (electric and internal combustion) in mechanization of production in compar-
ison to European variant.
