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The role and importance of forestry in the economy of the Irkutsk region is difficult to reevaluate — the region has
rich forest resources. There are 12% of the resources of all-the-country’s mature forests located on its territory. A per-
centage of premium conifers, such as pine and cedar, is significant even on a global scale. East-Siberian forest complex
has received strong development on the basis of forest resources. It includes such Russian forest industry giants as
Bratsk and Ust-Ilimsk Timber Industry Complexes. A fifth part of the regional industrial output falls to their share.
Rational development of forest lands, their reproduction and protection from fires and pests is a constant concern for
foresters, timber merchants and the regional authorities. The problems that arise in the forest industry are solved com-
prehensively due to their resource peculiarities. Ways for their solution are determined by territorial and conjuncture
indicators.
