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According to my research about relations between Mongolia and Germany after the 1990s, there are many factors,
policies and interests that have influenced the two countries’ relationship development. In particular, Central and East
Asian factors have had positive impacts and have become the basis of the relationship between Germany and Mongolia
since 1992. Mongolia’s initiative effort and activities to improve stability and cooperation in Central and East Asia and
Germany'’s policy of strengthening its stable relations and mutual agreements in this area have met and positivily
influenced the relationship between Mongolia and Germany since the 1990s.
