The article provides the general review of the ac-
tivity of nunneries and communities on the territory
of the Altay, in the south of Yenisey province and
Tuva in the early twentieth century. The author re-
veals the reasons for poor representation of monas-
teries in the field of social and charitable and mis-
sionary activity of the Russian Orthodox Church in
the said region. The influence affected on a woman
as a homemaker and a traditions keeper, children's
instructor and as one of the most conservative mem-
ber of the society resulted in the success of the Chris-
tian and cultural mission actions.

The dissemination of household culture, sanitary
and hygienic skills, literacy and the advanced agri-
culture, establishment of almshouses, hospitals, or-
phanages, schools for indigenous population by nuns
and novices meant the transformation of both eco-
nomic and sociocultural life of the non-Russians and
promoted the rapprochement of the nomadic and
Russian civilizations.
